I couldn't tell if it was a party, or a wrecking crew. (Smile at your corner.)
Allemande Left the corner, come back, do a Do Sa Do..

Boys Star Left in the middle of the ring, it's once around you know.

Come on boys, meet your partner, Turn her by the Right, she’s waiting there.
Allemande Left, come on back, Full Promenade go ‘round the square.

Hey (pah) da da da da, yah, (ha, hey). What’s the rumpus?

What's the story boy? Come on now, what’s the rumpus?

Heads [sides] do Half Sashay, and now you Pass Thru, but don’t roam.

Heads [sides] Turn Left, go Single File and Promenade outside back home.

Sides [heads] Star by the Right in the center, it's once around you know.

All get back to home, and face your Corner, get ready, set and go!

Do an Allemande Left your Corner, come on back Turn partner by the Right
I say.

Back to the corner, Turn her by the Left, keep her and Promenade all the
way.
